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Early Years Provider Evenings – 08 – 16 May 2013 
1. INTRODUCTION
Following a meeting of Early Years sub Group on 19 March 2013 the provider representatives asked for information evenings to be held across the county, to share information with the sector about the new representative structure.  In future early years policies will be shaped by the views of the sector and decisions will be sector led rather than local authority led.  Provider representatives will play a more prominent role in engaging with all types of providers and ensuring that their “voice” is heard.   The Early Years Commissioning team arranged for five evenings to take place across the county in May. Details of these were advertised in the Spring issue of ‘Early Years News & Views’ and in monthly e-bulletins.  In addition, a letter was sent to each provider with a booking form attached (approx 900 letters including providers on the voluntary register). 
As Children’s Centre Services are undergoing changes the Strategic Manager took the opportunity to gather feedback from providers about what they consider is working well and what changes they would like to see.  A short survey was emailed to providers prior to the events and also discussed during the evenings.

3.2 26% of attendees returned completed evaluation forms.  The following charts show that the majority of attendees found the evenings were helpful and that they understand more about the representative structure, peer to peer support framework and Children’s Centres.
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3.3 Early Years Leadership and Peer to Peer Support Framework

Following the early years provider evenings over a 15 day period there were 696 hits to the leadership website www.eyleadershipframwork.org.uk
SCIL received the following applications of interest into the framework as a whole and also the ECPD and SEYS sections;

· Website Registration – 30 
· ECPD - 8 
· SEYS – 6 
They also had queries from practitioners looking for the Professional Practice Resource Toolkit.

4. Summary  
The evenings were well attended which shows that early years providers are keen to engage with the local authority.  Early Years practitioners on the whole welcomed the opportunity to find out more about future proposals.  
Due to the high numbers attending each evening it was not very easy to work in groups and in future we may wish to consider utilising the cluster meetings more as a way of getting messages out to providers.

Improvements were made to the evenings as they progressed demonstrating that we listened to the needs of our customers e.g. information packs were created and laid out on chairs making it easier for attendees to follow proceedings.
The main issue is that providers need to be able to contact their provider representatives easily and perhaps we need to be more creative about how we facilitate this.  There will be an article in the next issue of Early Years News & views re-iterating who the reps are and how to contact them.

These evenings are just one of the ways in which we are involving early years practitioners in the “change” process. The more we can involve them the easier it will be to receive their support.
