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Member’s Core Brief - July 2015

Message from the Chief Executive and the Senior Leadership Team – Details need to be digested, but on the face of it the July budget wasn’t as tough as many predicted. It doesn’t look as though the speed of austerity will be stepped up and there was welcome talk of devolution and investment in roads and apprenticeships. However, we need to understand the implications of the living wage announcement and other aspects that could affect us. The bottom line remains that our budgets are under massive pressure. This makes it even more important that we suitably performance monitor the Core Council Programme and other council service areas and we will be looking for a renewed emphasis on this in the coming months.

SLT is pleased to be welcoming a new Director of Human Resources (HR) and Organisational Development (OD). Chris Squire will join us from mid-August from Northern, Eastern and Western Devon Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG). As well as time in the NHS and local government experience, Chris has extensive experience in the private and utilities sectors. We have also recently welcomed Sue Rogers to the authority. Sue has already taken up the role of interim Deputy Director of Education, working with us until a permanent appointment is made. Sue’s previous substantive role was with Kent County Council as a director of the county’s school improvement service. Sue is a teacher by background holding a number of senior teaching posts and will be supporting the Somerset children’s improvement plan’s nine priorities.

Core Council Programme updates

Adults Services redesign - We have designed a new customer pathway for adult’s services so we are clear how customers will enter the service, how their needs will be met and how they will leave the service. We are also designing a staffing structure to support this pathway.

Some of the main changes to the service include:

· Improving the first contact people have with the Council to make sure people are helped quickly and signposted to useful support without needing to have a social work assessment.

· Setting up ‘hubs’ in local communities so that people can arrange to speak to an Adult Social Care worker about their needs. This will allow workers to see more people in one place and give people the advice they need quickly and close to where they live. 

· Setting up a central safeguarding service to assess all safeguarding referrals and in the future handle all investigations. This will help to make the safeguarding process much more consistent and allow Community Support Teams to focus on assessment and reviews.

· We are working closely with our colleagues in the NHS to make sure health and social care services are joined up and supporting people to live independently.

The new staffing structure and the first of the hubs are on track to be up and running by September this year and will continue to develop over the next 12 months. Somerset Choices - The new Somerset Choices website (www.somersetchoices.org.uk) is now live in a test version before a public launch this month. It provides information and advice on adult’s care and support services in Somerset. Although it is live, work will continue to fine-tune the site, check over the content and encourage more local care and support providers to upload their details. There are plans to expand the website to include Children’s services and there is the potential for many other services to join the site.

Gifts and Hospitality – are you transparent? - The Standards Committee has recently approved new guidance to members on the declaration of gifts and hospitality that you may be offered in the course of your duties.  The guidance which can be found here and is aimed at helping you to understand what to declare and when. The Code of Conduct requires you to declare any gifts or hospitality offered to you, which has a known or estimated value of £25 or over, within 28 days of receiving the offer. Please read and retain the guidance. To make it easier to register declarations we will soon be providing an online form for members to complete. 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Disclosure and Barring Services (DBS) checks for members’ - You will be aware of the revised policy on DBS checks for members approved by Full Council last week.  In coming weeks we will ensure that any member on a committee or group where the Council requires a DBS check has a check carried out as necessary.  You will be aware that the Council also agreed to encourage all members to undergo a DBS check.   If you want the Council to organise a check for you please contact Jamie Jackson in the Community Governance Team jajackson@somerset.gov.uk  and he will arrange for you to have a check carried out paid for by the Council. 
How do you want to receive notice of and papers for meetings? - The law has recently changed in respect of how members receive agendas and papers for formal meetings. Up until now members of committees have been sent a hard copy of agendas and papers to make sure that the law has been met in terms of ‘serving notice’ on the members of a Committee. Recent regulations allow members to choose to receive electronic agendas and papers or to be sent a link to papers on a website in preference to being sent hard copies of agendas. Guidance for Members’ on Gifts and Hospitality


 


1. General Advice 


 


In certain circumstances the acceptance of gifts and hospitality can be lawful and appropriate as provided for by the Members’ Code of Conduct.  It is your decision whether or not to accept any gift or hospitality that might be offered to you, having regard to how it might be perceived. But in general, you should treat with caution any offer or gift, favour or hospitality that is made to you personally. You could be accused of breaking the law or the Code of Conduct, or your personal reputation and that of the Council can be seriously jeopardised. This guidance is to help you make your decision.


 


2. Criminal Law 


 


It is a criminal offence ‘corruptly to solicit or receive’ any gift, reward or advantage as an inducement to doing or forbearing to do anything in respect of any transaction involving the Council. The onus would be on you to disprove any challenge on the grounds of corruption. 


 


3. Limits of Guidance 


 


This guidance does not apply to:

· Gifts and hospitality from family and friends (eg. as birthday or Christmas presents) that are not related to your position as a member. 


·  The acceptance of facilities or hospitality provided by the Council.


·  Gifts given to the Council that you accept formally on the Council’s behalf and are retained by the Council and not by you personally. 


 


4. Meaning of Gifts and Hospitality 


The expressions ‘gifts’ and ‘hospitality’ have wide meanings and no conclusive definition is possible. Gifts and hospitality include: 


·  The free gift of any goods or services. 


·  The opportunity to acquire any goods or services at a discount or at terms not available to the general public. 


· The opportunity to obtain goods or services not available to the general public. 


· The offer of food, drink, accommodation or entertainment or the opportunity to attend a cultural or sporting event. 


 


Common gifts include pens, diaries, calendars and other business stationery, articles of clothing, books, flowers and bouquets. You should however be cautious with purchases, when additional services, privileges or advantages are offered, which might be related to your position as a member. 


 


5. Examples of Acceptable Gifts and Hospitality 


 


Gifts and hospitality which may be accepted in your duties as a member, eg: 


·  Reasonable hospitality arising as a result of Council business and which may be provided by another public authority or as a matter of courtesy by a person or organisation with whom the Council has a legitimate connection. 


·  Normal and modest refreshment in connection with any meeting in the course of your work as a member (e.g. tea, coffee, biscuits and lunch). 


· Tickets for cultural and entertainment events which are sponsored or promoted by the Council, and the tickets are offered in relation to that sponsorship or promotion. 


· Small low value gifts (such as pens, calendars, diaries, flowers and other mementos and tokens). 


· Souvenirs from other public bodies intended as personal gifts arising from civic events. However, these should be treated as civic gifts for the organisation and passed to the Chairman to hold on behalf of the Council. 

It is appreciated that in certain circumstances it may cause offence to refuse gifts. In those circumstances, you should consider how the gift might be perceived and if you have any concern, you should receive the gift on behalf of the Council and pass it to the Chairman to hold on behalf of the Council. 

 


Gifts and hospitality worth more than £25 have to be registered and you should consider carefully whether to accept any gift or hospitality which is obviously above this value even if you consider it appropriate to do so.


6. Examples of Unacceptable Gifts and Hospitality 

(a) Paid holiday, leisure travel or accommodation

(b) Use of an individual or organisation’s flat or hotel


(c) Non- reciprocal invitations to high-profile or prestige events, unless specifically authorised on behalf of the Council


(d) Cash gifts


(e) Significant gifts in kind (eg a case of whisky)


7. Principles to Apply in Relation to Gifts and Hospitality 

 


In deciding whether it is appropriate to accept any gift or hospitality you are advised to apply the following principles: 


(a) You should not accept a gift or hospitality as an inducement or reward for anything you do as a member. If you have any suspicion that the motive behind the gift or hospitality is an inducement or reward you should decline it.  

(b) Not to accept a gift or hospitality of significant value or whose value is excessive in the circumstances. 

(c) Not to accept a gift or hospitality if acceptance might be open to misinterpretation. Such circumstances will include gifts and hospitality:


 


(i) From parties involved with the Council in a procurement process. 


(ii) From applicants for planning permission, licences, consents and approvals. 


(iii) From applicants at that time for grants, including voluntary bodies and other organisations applying for public funding. 


(iv) From parties at that time in legal proceedings with the Council. 


 


(d) Not to accept a gift or hospitality if you believe it will put you under any obligation to the provider as a consequence. 


(e) 
Never solicit any gift or hospitality and avoid giving any perception of so doing.







8. Registration and Declaration of Gifts and Hospitality 


 


The Code of Conduct for Members and Co-opted Members provides that gifts or hospitality with an estimated value in excess of £25 must be notified to the Monitoring Officer in writing within 28 days of receipt.  The registration should include the source and nature of the gift or hospitality. The Monitoring Officer will include the notification on a public register of gifts and hospitality.


 


The above requirement includes an accumulation of offers of gifts or hospitality from the same source which together exceed the £25 threshold.

Members are also recommended to register gifts or hospitality over £25 that have been offered but declined. 


 


You are also able to voluntarily register any significant gift or hospitality you receive below this value if you wish. However, there is no obligation to make a declaration in relation to gifts and hospitality on the register which are at or below £25 in value.


 


9. Reporting of Inappropriate Gifts and Hospitality offered 


 


Always report to the Monitoring Officer any circumstances where an inappropriate gift or hospitality has been offered to you. You may later be required to assist the Police in providing evidence.
