Somerset Elected Members’ Emergency Handbook and Quick Guide
The Somerset Elected Members’ Emergency Handbook provides information about the Civil Contingencies Act 2004, the duties on Local Authorities, the Control and Co-ordination structures in place through the Avon and Somerset Local Resilience Forum (A&SLRF), and how Somerset Local Authorities’ work together to deal with incidents.  

Elected Members have important roles to play within their communities before, during and after an incident.  They are the voice of the community.  This document describes these roles.   

The document looks at the main risks affecting Somerset from the A&SLRF Community Risk Register http://www.somersetprepared.org.uk/wp-content/uploads/2017/04/Community-Risk-Register-April-17.pdf  and the emergency plans in place to manage them.

There is a section on media and communications during incidents and further reading links.
