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Schools Capital Programme
The purpose of this briefing sheet is to provide an update on the schools’ capital programme.
The 18/19 Capital Programme
In 2018/19 the Council approved a programme to provide additional schools basic need places over four years. This was in part funded by up to £116m of borrowing. 

The 19/20 Capital Programme

A further investment programme was proposed for 2019/20 and the subsequent 3 years, but this has now been reviewed in the light of revised housing trajectories/build out rates. The proposed school programme for 2019/20 and beyond is based upon available DfE basic need grant, Section 106 contributions and the existing borrowing approval given in February and May 2018. This programme has been designed to meet the need up until 2021.
School place requirements beyond 2021
In January 2018 the authority announced plans to build 24 new, replaced or expanded schools around the county over the next 7 to 10 years. 
This list of potential projects included those that were approved as part of the 18/19 programme but also projects that are not likely to be required until well into the next decade and therefore will not yet have been subject to formal capital investment decisions. 

The same announcement covered the need for an additional 2,300 secondary school places by 2023 and also an additional 19 smaller projects for primary and special schools.
