Please be aware that as of 1 April, more than 200 Public health Nursing staff will be transferring to Somerset County Council.
The Health Visitors, School Nurses, Assistant Practitioners and Administrative Support come to the Council from Somerset Partnership NHS Foundation. They will continue to work with local communities and families in different settings such as homes, children’s centres, GP surgeries, schools, and Early Year settings delivering the healthy child programme which offers support to all families in pregnancy up to nineteen years old.

The Public Health Nursing Team plays an invaluable role in our homes and communities in helping give our children the best start in life, providing early support to improve families’ quality of life and are skilled in identifying health issues and concerns.

Roles and responsibilities 

Health Visitors: Can help parents with issues such as sleeping, fussy eating, challenging behaviours, immunisations, healthy weight, postnatal depression and other emotional difficulties. They also support with safeguarding children; parental smoking, drug and alcohol misuse, access to housing and medical services and sexual and contraceptive advice. 
School Nurses: Provide a confidential service to parents, carers, schools, children and young people. They deliver the national childhood measurement programme as well as advice and information on being healthy, stopping smoking, drugs, alcohol, sexual health and emotional health and wellbeing.
