Children’s Parliament 2019
We would like to invite you to join us to hear local school children debate at this year’s Children’s Parliament on Friday 26 April 2019 in the Council Chamber of Shire Hall, Taunton.  

15 schools from across Somerset are taking part.  Each participating school is asked to have a team of 2 presenters and 2 helpers, all in Years 5/6 (ages 9-11) to give a 5 minute presentation on the theme of 'Giving Young People a Voice' through one of the following subjects:
a) Young People as Part of the School:  travel to school, mental health and well-being, online safety, medicines and drugs, playground initiatives, bullying, obesity.
b) Young People as Part of the Local Community:  crime prevention, playing safely, caring for the countryside, what makes a healthy community, children’s rights.

c) Young People as Part of the Global Community:  Global citizenship, sustainability, climate change, diversity, fair trade, energy, water, food, farming, health, and Sustainable Development Goals (also known as the Global Goals
Each presentation is followed by 2-3 minutes of questions from the audience.

This is to encourage debating and discussion skills, alongside persuasion and engagement.  
There will be a panel of four adult judges and a child judging panel made up of one child from each school taking part.
The winning teams will get the chance to visit the Houses of Parliament in June.

There are two sessions with 9 schools competing in the morning and 8 schools in the afternoon.  The day will run from 9:30am through to approx 3:30pm (timings may change should any school pull out of the competition).
