Domestic Abuse: #NoClosedDoors2020 
Lots of marketing activities are planned to further promote the #NoClosedDoors2020 domestic abuse awareness campaign – and we need your help to get the word out help is, and will continue to be, available during the pandemic.

The current Government’s restrictions imposed to slow the spread of COVID-19 can create new challenges for people experiencing domestic abuse. Home is not always a safe place to be. Self-isolating and/or social distancing while living with an abuser may heighten domestic tension and increase the risk of emotional or physical harm.

The campaign promotes www.somersetsurvivors.org.uk where help and advice is available. It also reinforces government guidelines which ‘allow you to leave your home to flee an abuser or to seek help with a domestic abuse situation.’ 

Over the next few months, marketing activity planned includes: 
· Radio – a three-month advertising campaign across nine local radio stations. Interviews have also aired on BBC Somerset and local community stations.
· Newspaper – Advertising and editorial across a number of titles giving coverage throughout the county, including a powerful four-page wrap in the Gazette series.  In addition, coverage in the Your Somerset coronavirus special edition and space in the summer edition.
· Social media – on going posts, post boosting and Facebook/Instagram advertising. Targeting different demographics (e.g. males, females, specific age ranges, etc), has enabled us to promote our posts to specific audiences.
· Online – a Somerset Live features, banner advertising and are looking to develop Google and Spotify advertising. We have also updated our websites (SCC, Somerset Survivors, Newsroom and Healthy living Website). Articles are being shared on news blogs and through social influencer bloggers.

·  Internal communications – on going copy is being distributed through briefings, Our Somerset, Yammer, intranet and Sharepoint.

· TV – pitching features to Points West and Westcountry TV. 
· Posters - Avon and Somerset Police PCSO staff are distributing posters to supermarkets, pharmacies and foodbanks.
· BannerAd van in strategic locations ieCovid-19 testing sites, supermarkets, etc.

· Potential Sky advertising - Sky data enables us to target specific groups for example by age, sex or number of people in a household or target specific postcode areas using intel from the police to advertise in abuse hotspots.
