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Highways Structural Maintenance Update (Resurfacing and Surface Dressing)
This information sheet provides County Councillors with an update on the Councils Highways Resurfacing and Surface Dressing Programmes.

Highways Surface Dressing

Surface dressing is a cost-effective way of restoring the road surface and sealing it in one process. Surface dressing also improves skidding resistance which makes the roads safer, helps to make a road waterproof and protects the road against frost and water damage which causes potholes. Surface dressing involves treating roads which are in relatively good condition. First, we spray the road with bitumen binder, followed by a layer of stone chippings. The dressing is then rolled, which, together with the actions of slow-moving traffic, embeds the stone chips into the surface. Each site is then swept to collect the surplus chippings. 

Surface dressing is very much dependent on the weather and so our rolling programme needs to be highly flexible. This means that in periods of changeable weather the planned start dates can change several times. Surface dressing operation is undertaken in warmer months and commenced 1 May 2020.  This year the team took advantage of the reduced traffic volumes and good weather and consequently the dressing programme completed on the 24 June. We dressed 140 sites this year.

Highways Resurfacing
Highways Resurfacing represents one of the largest areas of expenditure in highways works. Resurfacing programmes traditionally involve overlaying or inlaying large areas of carriageway and carrying out deeper reconstruction if significant structural failure is evident. Resurfacing operations are undertaken throughout the year, however extreme cold or heavy rain can interrupt the program. 
To keep road users and the workforce safe, this type of work usually requires a road closure, which will be planned for off-peak times and around other works and events to minimise disruption. Below is the remaining programme to end of March 2021. Please note that the dates provided are provisional dates for the surfacing operation and in some cases preparatory works will be undertaken in advance to the programmed surfacing operation.
